
Participants speak about the 40 developmental assets

Ravae (4th grade) and Rashae (3rd grade) attend CincyAfterSchool at Oyler.  Both of them are able to name three adults other than their parents/guardians who cared about them.  Ravae knows that when he might get angry, it is important to use words instead of fighting.  He also said that he feels people in his neighborhood do care about him. Rashae said she likes dodge ball and gym time in the CincyAfterSchool program.  She also like the experiments that they do in Science club, and when people like Ms. Donna come in and talk to the kids about the right way to express their feelings.

Sara (5th grade) Riverview East CincyAfterSchool participant likes the educational games that are played in the CAS Program.  She thinks that her aunt, Ms. V (Veith) and Ms. Morlock (Librarian) are three adults who care about her.  Sara tries to tell a teacher when someone or something is bothering her and she is angry instead of fighting with people.  Sara also feels safe in her neighborhood and school and thinks the adults in both care about her.

I spoke with Derek (6th grade) at Rockdale’s CincyAfterSchool Program.  He was able to name three adults other than his parents/guardians who cared about him.  Derek likes doing homework in the CAS Program.  Instead of fighting, Derek likes to sit down and calm himself before he interacts with someone who may have upset him.  He is “on the fence” about whether people in the neighborhood care about him because he thinks some do, but there are certain areas where, in his words, “(He doesn’t) feel safe because there are bad people around”.

I talked with Demetrius, a kindergartener in Hays CincyAfterSchool, who was having a particularly bad day.  He was able to name more than three other adults in his life that cared about him other than those he lived with.  He said it is important to leave people alone instead of fighting with them.  He thinks “big people” in the school and the surrounding neighborhood care about him.

I spoke with Keyounna (7th grade), a very precocious child in the Gamble CincyAfterSchool Program.  She loves the afterschool program because it keeps her out of trouble and she stays at school and has fun with her friends.  She knows her Aunt, older cousins, and older friends are other adults that care about her.  She knows that she can walk away, talk about a problem, or tell an adult before fighting about it.  She does not think that everyone in her community cares about her because some people are prejudice.  She does know that her next-door neighbor cares about her.

I spoke with Alexis (2nd grade), Silverton CincyAfterSchool program participant.  She likes the afterschool program.  There are nice people and fun activities.  Three people that care about her besides the people she lives with her older brother, her friend, and he teacher.  Besides fighting, Alexis says you could tell someone to stop bothering you.  People in the neighborhood care about her because they are nice to her.  People in her apartment building work together to rake leaves in the fall.

Ulesha, in South Avondale’s CincyAfterSchool Program (3rd grade), likes everything about the CincyAfterSchool program.  She named her grandma, her other grand mom, and her aunt as three other adults that care about her that she does not live with.  She knows it is important to tell another adult and calm herself down before fighting with someone.  She does not think that people in her neighborhood care about her because there is too much bad stuff that goes on.
